REVISED STEVENS 4 

Purpose: To require the FCC to initiate mandatory license revocation proceedings against a licensee who has broadcast obscene, indecent, or profane language or images on three or more occasions.

On page 2 of the McCain-Brownback perfecting amendment strike lines 5 through 24 and insert in lieu thereof the following:  


(b) REVOCATION PROCEEDINGS FOR MULTIPLE VIOLATIONS OF INDECENCY PROHIBITIONS.  


Section 312 the Communications Act of 1934 (47 U.S.C. 503) is amended by adding at the end the following new subsection:


“(h) LICENCE REVOCATION FOR MULTIPLE VIOLATIONS OF INDECENCY PROHIBITIONS. If, in each of 3 or more proceedings during the term of a broadcast license for a broadcast station, a licensee is ordered to pay forfeitures for the broadcast of obscene, indecent, or profane material  by either (1) the Commission and such forfeitures have been paid, or (2) a court of competent jurisdiction and such orders have become final, then the Commission shall commence a proceeding under section 312(a) with respect to that broadcast station to revoke the station license or construction permit of that licensee or permittee.”.
